This programme aims to connect students to nature by establishing or enhancing
a meaningful connection to a wetland environment local to the school.

2. Awa (river)

3. Ngahere (bush)

4. Wairepo (wetland)

5. Whenua (land / in-school)

Learning Objectives:

Students will learn about the significance of wetlands to humans and other
animals in Aotearoa. They will complete hands-on science activities and may help
with a real restoration project to learn different ways of how to become guardians
(kaitiaki).

care for nature

e Enhancing hauora (holistic wellbeing), improving focus, confidence and
self-motivation

on Te Ao Maori
